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Egyptian Health Department to Hold H1N1 School Vaccination Clinics

Saline, Gallatin and White Counties, IL –Egyptian Health Department will be holding H1N1 vaccination clinics for school-aged children. At this time EHD has both the live, attenuated intranasal vaccine and the inactivated vaccine in shot form. Both should be available at the clinics. The vaccine will be given free of charge.

The first clinic will be for the Carmi-White County School District. It will be held this Saturday, October 24, at the Carmi High School gymnasium from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m.

Consent forms for the vaccination will be sent home from school with each child. Parents and guardians are asked to complete the consent form prior to the clinic to expedite the process the day of the clinic.

The CDC recommends the H1N1 vaccination for school-aged children because young people continue to be hit especially hard by the 2009 H1N1 virus.  More than half of the hospitalizations from 2009 H1N1 flu reported by 27 states from September 1st to October 10th were people age 24 and younger.
EHD will also hold clinics in the following school districts:

Monday, October 26 at the Grayville High School from 4 p.m. to 7 p.m.
Tuesday, October 27 at the Carrier Mills High School Cafeteria from 4 p.m. to 7 p.m. 
Thursday, October 29 at the Norris City Grade School from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. 
Friday, October 30 at the Eldorado High School from 12 p.m. to 5 p.m. 
Saturday, October 31 at the Harrisburg Middle School from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. 
Monday, November 2 at the Gallatin County School from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. 
Tuesday, November 3 at the Galatia Grade School from 4 p.m. to 7 p.m. 

Also, please mention that the clinics are tentatively scheduled, depending on the availability of vaccine.  We're cautiously optimistic that we'll have enough to complete all the clinics as scheduled.  If we run out we'll reschedule as soon as possible.
