EHD Receives Initial H1N1 Vaccine Shipment
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SALINE COUNTY, IL –The Egyptian Health Department has received its initial shipment of the Live Attenuated Intranasal Influenza Vaccine (LAIV).  LAIV is sprayed into the nose and will be available to most primary target groups during the week of October 19.  

H1N1 LAIV is approved for people 2-49 who are not pregnant and do not have certain health conditions.  More specific information can be found on the vaccine information sheet (VIS) at http://www.immunize.org/vis/h1n1_liveflu.pdf.  Groups recommended to receive the vaccine include healthy individuals:

· Ages 2-24,

· Ages 25-49 and

· health care or emergency medical personnel or 

· those who live with or care for infants less than six months of age.    

While certain groups should not get LAIV (i.e., pregnant women, children under the age of 2 and individuals with long-term health problems) it is important that they get the H1N1 vaccine.  The inactivated vaccine will be available in the near future.  Illinois will continue to receive additional shipments of the new H1N1 vaccine in the future so there will be enough vaccine for everyone.
