H1N1 Vaccination Clinics for Primary Target Population

We have received our initial shipment of the H1N1 Live Attenuated Intranasal Influenza Vaccine (LAIV).  LAIV is approved for people 2-49 who are not pregnant and do not have certain health conditions.  Our primary initial target group to receive the LAIV includes healthy individuals who:

· Are health care workers or emergency medical personnel or 

· Those who live with or care for infants less than six months of age. 

· Pre-school age children at least 2 years of age   

EHD will hold clinics for these target groups on the following dates:

· Tuesday, October 20 at EHD Carmi office from 5:30-800 pm

· Wednesday, October 21 at SIC from 9:00-12:00 pm

· Thursday, October 22 at EHD Eldorado office from 5:30-8:00 pm

While certain groups should not get LAIV (i.e., pregnant women, children under the age of 2 and individuals with long-term health problems) it is important that they get the H1N1 vaccine.  

We anticipate the arrival of the H1N1 Inactivated Vaccine within the next couple of weeks.  Once it becomes available, EHD will be holding school-based vaccination clinics for children.
